Larger lots in new construction homes and trees, lots are too small and new construction cookie cutter, More space between homes, bigger lots, any new construction, older people would like more town homes/condos, affordable housing is out of reach of most people especially first time home buyers, rentals are sky high and hard to find also,  In general, starter homes (sub $150,000) have become almost impossible to find due to the increase in building material costs and the general price increase we've seen for existing homes, upscale townhomes or condos, Younger buyers are wanting little less in price (some newer in the $175-$200k), There is just a shortage in inventory. We need more houses to go on the market. Homes on .5acre or more, Neighborhoods that are Less transient in appearance, Under 200k is very desirable, there's a shortage of housing between the $200-280k price range with bigger lots, Live, work, play areas,  I have clients wanting townhomes, low inventory, Newer homes at an affordable cost. When buyers see an older home, they don’t want deal with the maintenance costs associated such as new hvac, water heater, roof or extensive remodel. Buyers also do not want carpet., 2 level homes, homes with in law suites, larger lots in new construction homes, a lot of clients want no HOAs

Rentals for young couples and seniors in the $1000-$1200/month price range, Most of my clients are looking for a single family dwelling, Rentals are scarce and pricey, Affordable Housing, everything is too expensive, We desperately need more affordable housing options for tenants who are in the $800/month and under price range, high end apartments, Single family rentals of 4+ bedrooms are impossible to find in Perry! When 1 comes on the market, the price is too high ($2500 a month).
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
